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Brilliant cold spring skies for the u. Reading ion sensor test launch. --SWD

General:

e None.

e 4/6: Network connectivity was lost to MSF during the late afternoon or evening. This outage
was discovered at about 23:10z, and affected the connection to the Summit server, connections
to the outside world, and the VOIP phone system. At roughly 00:30z, the connectors were
reseated at the RF-to-Ethernet modem and at the Poly-Phaser grounding/fuse block. The pitch
of the MSF directional antenna was also lowered by about 5 degrees. These changes restored
the data connection. Radiosonde messages and data upload to Boulder were unaffected.

e 4/7: The MSF directional antenna was aligned at 17:50z. This was performed by making
incremental adjustments in the antenna angle, while over the radio, Phil reported antenna S:N
ratios from the radio-modem system. Network connection was uninterrupted.

e 4/6: Blowing snow, 22 kts, -26C
4/7: Broken stratocumulus, 4 kts, -33C
4/8: Few stratus, 2 kts, -40C
4/9: Scattered altostratus, 10 kts, -42C
4/10: Few stratus, 6 kts, -47C



e 4/11: Few stratus, 7 kts, -45C
e 4/12: Scattered stratus, 9 kts, -43C
