 9/06: Few Stratus, Bkn Cirrostratus, -19C, 13kts, Visibility 1600m. Halo visible at 1145z for 

several hours 

 9/07: Ovc Stratus, -15C, 4kts, Visibility 4800m. Parhelia at ~2110z. Light snow ~2315z 

 9/08: Few Stratus (on horizon), Sct Altocumulus, Sct Cirrus., -24C, 9kts, Visibility 3200m. Halo 

from 1115z to at least 1215z. 

 9/09: Bkn Stratus, -16C, 14kts, Visibility 4800m. Becoming foggy ~1800z. 

 9/10: Bkn Stratus, -17C, 9kts, Visibility unlimited. Ice crystals in the air 0950z. Parhelia 0950z. 

Around 2000z, dense FZFG rolled in. 

 9/11: Bkn Stratus, -17C, 11kts, Visibility 1600m. Foggy in the morning, clearing in the after-

noon. Snow in the evening (observed at 2315z)
